GETTING TO KNOW YOU WRITING ACTIVITY

Welcome to Journalism! In this class, you will develop your writing skills and learn new writing techniques that will prepare you to become a published journalist. For this introduction activity, you will be pretending you have become a published writer (novelist, journalist, blogger, etc.) and will be writing your author bio. You can write it at this point in your life (being published when you are in high school) or from a perspective in the future (being published at 20/30/40/50/60 years old). 

These will be shared out loud with the class for two reasons: the purpose of this assignment is to get to know your classmates and it will get you used to the idea of others reading your writing (as they will if you continue on to Writing for Publications or a career in journalism).

Example
